Delta Airlines which was earlier operating flights from Mumbai and Chennai to 
Paris and onward to New York, have started direct flights from Mumbai to JFK 
New York, starting 3rd November 06. 

The flights are operated by the new generation aircraft B777-200ER, and are 
currently the longest flights out of Mumbai Airport. In-flight Meal service consists 
of Hot Meal, Breakfast Snack and Snack.

& attended the first two flights. The inaugural flight was attended from TSACL, 
Mumbai by Dy.
